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The Beginning

The Witness of John

born not of blood, nor of the desire or will of man, but born of God.

The Word Became Flesh
14The Word became flesh and made His dwelling among us. We have seen His glory, the glory of the one and only

Son from the Father, full of grace and truth.

15 John testified concerning Him. He cried out, saying, “This is He of whom I said, ‘He who comes after me has
surpassed me because He was before me.”

16 From His fullness we have all received grace upon grace. 7 For the law was given through Moses; grace and truth

came through Jesus Christ.  No one has ever seen God, but the one and only Son, who is Himself God and is at the

Father’s side, has made Him known.

The Mission of John the Baptist
19 And this was John’s testimony when the Jews of Jerusalem sent priests and Levites to ask him, “Who are you?” 2° He
did not refuse to confess, but openly declared, “I am not the Christ.”

21“Then who are you?” they inquired. “Are you Elijah?”

He said, “I am not.”

“Are you the Prophet?”

He answered, “No.”

22 S0 they said to him, “Who are you? We need an answer for those who sent us. What do you say about yourself?”

23 John replied in the words of Isaiah the prophet:

“I am a voice of one calling in the wilderness,

1:1

Echoing Gen 1:1, John’s Gospel introduces Jesus Christ, through whom God created everything (John 1:3); Jesus also creates new life in those who
believe (1:12-13). The Gospel opens with its central affirmation, that Jesus Christ, “the Word” (Greek logos), not only revealed God but “was God”. In
Greek thought, the logos was the rational principle guiding the universe and making life coherent. For Jewish people, the logos was the word of the
Lord, an expression of God’s wisdom and creative power. By Jesus’ time, the logos was viewed as coming from God and having his personality (see Ps
33:6, 9; Prov 8:22-31); John affirmed this understanding (John 1:14).

1:3

The logos is God (1:1-2); all that God does, the logos likewise does. Throughout his Gospel, John rightly viewed Jesus’ actions as divine activity.

1:4

“The Word gave life:” Life was God’s original gift to his creatures (Gen 1:20-28; 2:7). Now the logos would give these creatures the possibility of new
life through rebirth (John 1:13). « As one of his first creative acts, God “brought light” (Gen 1:3). Now, in the re-creation of humanity through Jesus
Christ, God offered light and life anew. Light is a key theme in John’s Gospel.

1:5

“the darkness can never extinguish it:” Or the darkness has not understood it; literally the darkness cannot grasp it. The Greek word katalambano
(“grasp”) can mean either “understand” or “be hostile”; in John’s Gospel, it means hostility. The darkness would try to destroy Jesus (the light), but it
would fail. The light would successfully bring salvation to the world.

Some Jews speculated that John the Baptist was the Messiah; some of his followers were even reluctant to follow Jesus (3:22-30). However, John the
Baptist “was not the light”; his role was to announce Jesus (1:19-34).

The First Disciples
35The next day John was there again with two of his disciples. 3¢ When he saw Jesus walking by, he said, “Look, the Lamb
of God!” 37 And when the two disciples heard him say this, they followed Jesus.

38 Jesus turned and saw them following. “What do you want?” He asked.

They said to Him, “Rabbi” (which means Teacher), “where are You staying?”

39“Come and see,” He replied. So they went and saw where He was staying, and spent that day with Him. It was about

the tenth hour.

49 Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother, was one of the two who heard John’s testimony and followed Jesus. 4! He first found
his brother Simon and told him, “We have found the Messiah” (which is translated as Christ).

42 Andrew brought him to Jesus, who looked at him and said, “You are Simon son of John. You will be called Cephas”
(which is translated as Peter).

Jesus Calls Philip and Nathanael
43The next day Jesus decided to set out for Galilee. Finding Philip, He told him, “Follow Me.” 44Now Philip was from
Bethsaida, the same town as Andrew and Peter.

45 Philip found Nathanael and told him, “We have found the One Moses wrote about in the Law, the One the prophets
foretold—Jesus of Nazareth, the son of Joseph.”

46“Can anything good come from Nazareth?” Nathanael asked.

“Come and see,” said Philip.

47When Jesus saw Nathanael approaching, He said of him, “Here is a true Israelite, in whom there is no deceit.”

48 “How do You know me?” Nathanael asked.

Jesus replied, “Before Philip called you, I saw you under the fig tree.”

49 “Rabbi,” Nathanael answered, “You are the Son of God! You are the King of Israel!”

50 Jesus said to him, “Do you believe just because I told you I saw you under the fig tree? You will see greater things
than these.” 5 Then He declared, “Truly, truly, I tell you, you will all see heaven open and the angels of God ascending and

descending on the Son of Man.”

10n the third day a wedding took place at Cana in Galilee. Jesus’ mother was there, 2and Jesus and His disciples had also
been invited to the wedding. 3 When the wine ran out, Jesus’ mother said to Him, “They have no more wine.”

4“Woman, what is that to you and to Me?” Jesus replied. “My hour has not yet come.”
5 His mother said to the servants, “Do whatever He tells you.”

6Now six stone water jars had been set there for the Jewish rites of purification. Each could hold from twenty to thirty

gallons. 7 Jesus told the servants, “Fill the jars with water.”

So they filled them to the brim.

8 “Now draw some out,” He said, “and take it to the master of the banquet.”

They did so, 9 and the master of the banquet tasted the water that had been turned into wine. He did not know where it
was from, but the servants who had drawn the water knew. Then he called the bridegroom aside *®and said, “Everyone
serves the fine wine first, and then the cheap wine after the guests are drunk. But you have saved the fine wine until now!”

11 Jesus performed this, the first of His signs, at Cana in Galilee. He thus revealed His glory, and His disciples believed
in Him.

Jesus Cleanses the Temple
12 After this, He went down to Capernaum with His mother and brothers and His disciples, and they stayed there a few
days.

13When the Jewish Passover was near, Jesus went up to Jerusalem. *4In the temple courts He found men selling
cattle, sheep, and doves, and money changers seated at their tables. > So He made a whip out of cords and drove all from
the temple courts, both sheep and cattle. He poured out the coins of the money changers and overturned their tables. 1®To
those selling doves He said, “Get these out of here! How dare you turn My Father’s house into a marketplace!”

17 His disciples remembered that it is written: “Zeal for Your house will consume Me.”

18 On account of this, the Jews demanded, “What sign can You show us to prove Your authority to do these things?”

19 Jesus answered, “Destroy this temple, and in three days I will raise it up again.”

20 “This temple took forty-six years to build,” the Jews replied, “and You are going to raise it up in three days?”

21But Jesus was speaking about the temple of His body. 22 After He was raised from the dead, His disciples
remembered that He had said this. Then they believed the Scripture and the word that Jesus had spoken.

23While He was in Jerusalem at the Passover Feast, many people saw the signs He was doing and believed in His
name. 24 But Jesus did not entrust Himself to them, for He knew them all. 25 He did not need any testimony about man,
for He knew what was in a man.

Jesus and Nicodemus

2:1

The ceremonies surrounding “a wedding celebration” could last as long as a week; weddings often included dramatic processions in which the groom
would bring the bride to his home for the festivities (Matt 25:1-13).

2:3

When “the wine supply ran out”, the host’s family would face embarrassment for failure to plan properly. Perhaps Jesus arrived unexpectedly (cp.
Matt 25:1-13), bringing his circle of disciples, which might explain why his “mother” brought the problem to him. « A wedding banquet was a primary
celebration in Jewish village life, and this episode also symbolized the joy of the Messiah’s arrival.

2:4

Jesus initially distanced himself from the “problem”. His mission and its timing could not be set by a human agenda.  Jesus’ “time” (literally hour)
would come in the future when he was glorified as he was lifted up on the cross (12:23; 17:1).

2:6

Carved from solid rock, the “stone water jars” were used for religious washing ceremonies (see Mark 7:1-4). Jesus was about to fill Jewish ceremony
with new content.

things? 13 No one has ascended into heaven except the One who descended from heaven—the Son of Man. 4 Just as Moses
lifted up the snake in the wilderness, so the Son of Man must be lifted up, 3 that everyone who believes in Him may have

eternal life.

16 For God so loved the world that He gave His one and only Son, that everyone who believes in Him shall not perish
but have eternal life. *7 For God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but to save the world through
Him. ¥ Whoever believes in Him is not condemned, but whoever does not believe has already been condemned, because
he has not believed in the name of God’s one and only Son.

19 And this is the verdict: The Light has come into the world, but men loved the darkness rather than the Light because
their deeds were evil. 22 Everyone who does evil hates the Light, and does not come into the Light for fear that his deeds
will be exposed. 2* But whoever practices the truth comes into the Light, so that it may be seen clearly that what he has

done has been accomplished in God.”

John’s Testimony about Jesus
22 After this, Jesus and His disciples went into the Judean countryside, where He spent some time with them and
baptized.

23 Now John was also baptizing at Aenon near Salim, because the water was plentiful there, and people kept coming to
be baptized. 24 (For John had not yet been thrown into prison.)

25Then a dispute arose between John’s disciples and a certain Jew over the issue of ceremonial washing. 26 So John’s
disciples came to him and said, “Look, Rabbi, the One who was with you beyond the Jordan, the One you testified about—
He is baptizing, and everyone is going to Him.”

John links 2:25 and 3:1 by referring to humanity as a whole (“human nature,” 2:25) and then to one specific “man” using the same Greek word
(anthropos) in both verses. » “Nicodemus” was saturated in religious knowledge and had witnessed Jesus’ work (2:13-24), but he had not experienced
spiritual rebirth. « “a Pharisee:” See study note on 1:24. He was elite, proud of his spiritual purity, and well educated in Jewish law.

3:2

“After dark:” Nicodemus might have feared public association with Jesus. Night also symbolizes the realm of evil, untruth, and unbelief (9:4; 11:10;
13:30).

3:3 “born again:” Or born from above. John’s expression “from above” (3:31; 19:11) means “from God.” To experience spiritual rebirth, a person
must be completely renewed through God’s power. « Nicodemus interpreted Jesus’ words physically; he demonstrated that those in darkness, who do
not have spiritual rebirth, cannot understand Jesus or other “heavenly things” (3:12). Jesus sometimes used ironic misunderstanding as a teaching
strategy.

3:3 Or born from above; also in verse 7.

3:5

John the Baptist baptized with “water”; Jesus baptizes with “the Spirit” (1:33).

3:7 The Greek word for you is plural; also in verse 12.

3:8

“Wind” translates the same word in Greek as spirit (Greek pneuma). The wind is an apt image for “the Spirit”, who is sent from heaven and cannot be
contained or controlled.

3:13 BYZ and TR include who is in heaven.

3:15 Or everyone who believes may have eternal life in Him.

Jesus and the Samaritan Woman
1When Jesus realized that the Pharisees were aware He was gaining and baptizing more disciples than John

2 (although it was not Jesus who baptized, but His disciples), 3 He left Judea and returned to Galilee.
4Now He had to pass through Samaria. 3So He came to a town of Samaria called Sychar, near the plot of ground that
Jacob had given to his son Joseph. ¢ Since Jacob’s well was there, Jesus, weary from His journey, sat down by the well. It

was about the sixth hour.

7When a Samaritan woman came to draw water, Jesus said to her, “Give Me a drink.” 8 (His disciples had gone into the
town to buy food.)

9“You are a Jew,” said the woman. “How can You ask for a drink from me, a Samaritan woman?” (For Jews do not

associate with Samaritans.)

10 Jesus answered, “If you knew the gift of God and who is asking you for a drink, you would have asked Him, and He
would have given you living water.”

11“Sir,” the woman replied, “You have nothing to draw with and the well is deep. Where then will You get this living
water? 12 Are You greater than our father Jacob, who gave us this well and drank from it himself, as did his sons and his
livestock?”

13 Jesus said to her, “Everyone who drinks this water will be thirsty again. *4 But whoever drinks the water I give him
will never thirst. Indeed, the water I give him will become in him a fount of water springing up to eternal life.”

15The woman said to Him, “Sir, give me this water so that I will not get thirsty and have to keep coming here to draw
water.”

16 Jesus told her, “Go, call your husband and come back.”

17“ have no husband,” the woman replied.

Jesus said to her, “You are correct to say that you have no husband. ¥ In fact, you have had five husbands, and the
man you now have is not your husband. You have spoken truthfully.”

19“Sir,” the woman said, “I see that You are a prophet. 2° Our fathers worshiped on this mountain, but you Jews say
that the place where one must worship is in Jerusalem.”

21“Believe Me, woman,” Jesus replied, “a time is coming when you will worship the Father neither on this mountain
nor in Jerusalem. 22You worship what you do not know; we worship what we do know, for salvation is from the Jews.
23 But a time is coming and has now come when the true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and in truth, for the

The Disciples Return and Marvel

do You want from her?” or “Why are You talking with her?”

Jesus Heals the Official’s Son

43 After two days, Jesus left for Galilee. 44Now He Himself had testified that a prophet has no honor in his own
hometown. 45Yet when He arrived, the Galileans welcomed Him. They had seen all the great things He had done in
Jerusalem at the feast, for they had gone there as well.

46 S0 once again He came to Cana in Galilee, where He had turned the water into wine. And there was a royal official
whose son lay sick at Capernaum. 47 When he heard that Jesus had come from Judea to Galilee, he went and begged Him
to come down and heal his son, who was about to die.

48 Jesus said to him, “Unless you people see signs and wonders, you will never believe.”

49 “Sir,” the official said, “come down before my child dies.”

50“Go,” said Jesus. “Your son will live.”

The man took Jesus at His word and departed. 3* And while he was still on the way, his servants met him with the news
that his boy was alive.

The Witness of Scripture

7 Philip answered, “Two hundred denarii would not buy enough bread for each of them to have a small piece.”
8 One of His disciples, Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother, said to Him,

9 “Here is a boy with five barley loaves and two small fish. But what difference will these make among so many?”

10“Have the people sit down,” Jesus said. Now there was plenty of grass in that place, so the men sat down, about five
thousand of them.

Then Jesus took the loaves and the fish, gave thanks, and distributed to those who were seated as much as they
wanted.

12 And when everyone was full, He said to His disciples, “Gather the pieces that are left over, so that nothing will be
wasted.”

13 So they collected them and filled twelve baskets with the pieces of the five barley loaves left over by those who had
eaten.

14 When the people saw the sign that Jesus had performed, they began to say, “Truly this is the Prophet who is to come
into the world.”

15Then Jesus, realizing that they were about to come and make Him king by force, withdrew again to a mountain by
Himself.

19When they had rowed about three or four miles, they saw Jesus approaching the boat, walking on the sea—and they
were terrified.

33 If this man were not from God, He could do no such
thing.”

34 They replied, “You were born in utter sin, and you are instructing us?” And they threw him out.

1“Truly, truly, I tell you, whoever does not enter the sheepfold by the gate, but climbs in some other way, is a thief and a
robber. 2But the one who enters by the gate is the shepherd of the sheep. 3 The gatekeeper opens the gate for him, and the
sheep listen for his voice. He calls his own sheep by name and leads them out.

4When he has brought out all his own, he goes on ahead of them, and his sheep follow him because they know his
voice. 5 But they will never follow a stranger; in fact, they will flee from him because they do not recognize his voice.”

6 Jesus spoke to them using this illustration, but they did not understand what He was telling them. 7So He said to

them again, “Truly, truly, I tell you, I am the gate for the sheep. 8 All who came before Me were thieves and robbers, but
the sheep did not listen to them. 91 am the gate. If anyone enters through Me, he will be saved. He will come in and go out
and find pasture. '® The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy. I have come that they may have life, and have it in
all its fullness.

The good shepherd lays down His life for the sheep. *2The hired hand is not the shepherd,
and the sheep are not his own. When he sees the wolf coming, he abandons the sheep and runs away. Then the wolf
pounces on them and scatters the flock. *3The man runs away because he is a hired servant and is unconcerned for the
sheep.

141 am the good shepherd. I know My sheep and My sheep know Me, *5just as the Father knows Me and I know the
Father. And I lay down My life for the sheep. 1®I have other sheep that are not of this fold. I must bring them in as well,
and they will listen to My voice. Then there will be one flock and one shepherd.

17The reason the Father loves Me is that I lay down My life in order to take it up again. *® No one takes it from Me, but
I lay it down of My own accord. I have authority to lay it down and authority to take it up again. This charge I have
received from My Father.”

3 So the sisters sent
word to Jesus, “Lord, the one You love is sick.”

11 After He had said this, He told them, “Our friend Lazarus has fallen asleep, but I am going there to wake him up.”

12 His disciples replied, “Lord, if he is sleeping, he will get better.” *3 They thought that Jesus was talking about actual
sleep, but He was speaking about the death of Lazarus.

14 So Jesus told them plainly, “Lazarus is dead, *5and for your sake I am glad I was not there, so that you may believe.
But let us go to him.”

16 Then Thomas called Didymus said to his fellow disciples, “Let us also go, so that we may die with Him.”

Jesus Comforts Martha and Mary
7When Jesus arrived, He found that Lazarus had already spent four days in the tomb. ®Now Bethany was near

Jerusalem, a little less than two miles away, 9 and many of the Jews had come to Martha and Mary to console them in the
loss of their brother. 2 So when Martha heard that Jesus was coming, she went out to meet Him, but Mary stayed at
home.

21 Martha said to Jesus, “Lord, if You had been here, my brother would not have died. 22 But even now I know that God
will give You whatever You ask of Him.”

23 “Your brother will rise again,” Jesus told her.

24 Martha replied, “I know that he will rise again in the resurrection at the last day.”

Mary Anoints Jesus
1Six days before the Passover, Jesus came to Bethany, the hometown of Lazarus, whom He had raised from the dead. 2So
they hosted a dinner for Jesus there. Martha served, and Lazarus was among those reclining at the table with Him. 3 Then

Mary took about a pint of expensive perfume, made of pure nard, and she anointed Jesus’ feet and wiped them with her
hair. And the house was filled with the fragrance of the perfume.
4But one of His disciples, Judas Iscariot, who was going to betray Him, asked, 3 “Why wasn’t this perfume sold for

three hundred denarii and the money given to the poor?” ¢Judas did not say this because he cared about the poor, but
because he was a thief. As keeper of the money bag, he used to take from what was put into it.
7“Leave her alone,” Jesus replied. “She has kept this perfume in preparation for the day of My burial. 8 The poor you

will always have with you, but you will not always have Me.”

The Plot to Kill Lazarus

9 Meanwhile a large crowd of Jews learned that Jesus was there. And they came not only because of Him, but also to see
Lazarus, whom He had raised from the dead. '° So the chief priests made plans to kill Lazarus as well, *for on account of
him many of the Jews were deserting them and believing in Jesus.

The Triumphal Entry
12The next day the great crowd that had come to the feast heard that Jesus was coming to Jerusalem. *3 They took palm
branches and went out to meet Him, shouting:

“Hosanna!”

“Blessed is He who comes in the name of the Lord!”
“Blessed is the King of Israel!”
14 Finding a young donkey, Jesus sat on it, as it is written:

22 Philip relayed this appeal to Andrew, and both
of them went and told Jesus.

5 After that, He poured water into a basin and began to wash the disciples’ feet and dry them with the towel that was
around Him.

6 He came to Simon Peter, who asked Him, “Lord, are You going to wash my feet?”

7 Jesus replied, “You do not realize now what I am doing, but later you will understand.”

8 “Never shall You wash my feet!” Peter told Him.

Jesus answered, “Unless I wash you, you have no part with Me.”

9“Then, Lord,” Simon Peter replied, “not only my feet, but my hands and my head as well!”

Since that disciple was known to the high priest, he also
went with Jesus into the courtyard of the high priest. 1 But Peter stood outside at the door. Then the disciple who was
known to the high priest went out and spoke to the doorkeeper, and brought Peter in.

Jesus before Pilate
28Then they led Jesus away from Caiaphas into the Praetorium. By now it was early morning, and the Jews did not enter
the Praetorium, to avoid being defiled and unable to eat the Passover.

29 So Pilate went out to them and asked, “What accusation are you bringing against this man?”

30 “If He were not a criminal,” they replied, “we would not have handed Him over to you.”

31“You take Him and judge Him by your own law,” Pilate told them.

“We are not permitted to execute anyone,” the Jews replied. 32 This was to fulfill the word that Jesus had spoken to

indicate the kind of death He was going to die.

33 Pilate went back into the Praetorium, summoned Jesus, and asked Him, “Are You the King of the Jews?”

34“Are you saying this on your own,” Jesus asked, “or did others tell you about Me?”

35“Am I a Jew?” Pilate replied. “Your own people and chief priests handed You over to me. What have You done?”

36 Jesus answered, “My kingdom is not of this world; if it were, My servants would fight to prevent My arrest by the
Jews. But now My kingdom is not of this realm.”

4Once again Pilate came out and said to the Jews, “Look, I am bringing Him out to you to let you know that I find no
basis for a charge against Him.” 3When Jesus came out wearing the crown of thorns and the purple robe, Pilate said to
them, “Here is the man!”

6 As soon as the chief priests and officers saw Him, they shouted, “Crucify Him! Crucify Him!”

7“We have a law,” answered the Jews, “and according to that law He must die, because He declared Himself to be the
Son of God.”

11 Jesus answered, “You would have no authority over Me if it were not given to you from above. Therefore the one who
handed Me over to you is guilty of greater sin.”

12From then on, Pilate tried to release Him, but the Jews kept shouting, “If you release this man, you are no friend of
Caesar. Anyone who declares himself a king is defying Caesar.”

13When Pilate heard these words, he brought Jesus out and sat on the judgment seat at a place called the Stone

Pavement, which in Hebrew is Gabbatha. 41t was the day of Preparation for the Passover, about the sixth hour. And
Pilate said to the Jews, “Here is your King!”

15 At this, they shouted, “Away with Him! Away with Him! Crucify Him!”

“Shall I crucify your King?” Pilate asked.

“We have no king but Caesar,” replied the chief priests.

The Crucifixion
16 Then Pilate handed Jesus over to be crucified, and the soldiers took Him away. 17 Carrying His own cross, He went out
to The Place of the Skull, which in Hebrew is called Golgotha.

18 There they crucified Him, and with Him two others, one on each side, with Jesus in the middle.

19 Pilate also had a notice posted on the cross. It read:

JESUS OF NAZARETH,

THE KING OF THE JEWS.

20 Many of the Jews read this sign, because the place where Jesus was crucified was near the city, and it was written in
Hebrew, Latin, and Greek. 2! So the chief priests of the Jews said to Pilate, “Do not write, ‘The King of the Jews,” but only
that He said, ‘T am the King of the Jews.”

22 Pilate answered, “What I have written, I have written.”

23 When the soldiers had crucified Jesus, they divided His garments into four parts, one for each soldier, with the tunic
remaining. It was seamless, woven in one piece from top to bottom. 24 So they said to one another, “Let us not tear it.
Instead, let us cast lots to see who will get it.” This was to fulfill the Scripture:

“They divided My garments among them,

and cast lots for My clothing.”
So that is what the soldiers did.
25 Near the cross of Jesus stood His mother and her sister, as well as Mary the wife of Clopas and Mary Magdalene.
26 When Jesus saw His mother and the disciple whom He loved standing nearby, He said to His mother, “Woman, here is
your son.” 27 Then He said to the disciple, “Here is your mother.” So from that hour, this disciple took her into his home.

The Death of Jesus
28 After this, knowing that everything had now been accomplished, and to fulfill the Scripture, Jesus said, “I am thirsty.”
29 A jar of sour wine was sitting there. So they soaked a sponge in the wine, put it on a stalk of hyssop, and lifted it to His

mouth. 3 When Jesus had received the sour wine, He said, “It is finished.” And bowing His head, He yielded up His spirit.

Jesus’ Side Is Pierced

311t was the day of Preparation, and the next day was a High Sabbath. In order that the bodies would not remain on the
cross during the Sabbath, the Jews asked Pilate to have the legs broken and the bodies removed. 32So the soldiers came
and broke the legs of the first man who had been crucified with Jesus, and those of the other.

The Burial of Jesus

yet been laid. 4% And because it was the Jewish day of Preparation and the tomb was nearby, they placed Jesus there.

1Early on the first day of the week, while it was still dark, Mary Magdalene went to the tomb and saw that the stone had
been removed from the entrance. 2 So she came running to Simon Peter and the other disciple, the one whom Jesus loved.
“They have taken the Lord out of the tomb,” she said, “and we do not know where they have put Him!”

9 For they still did not understand from the Scripture that Jesus had
to rise from the dead.

Jesus Appears to Mary Magdalene
19Then the disciples returned to their homes. **But Mary stood outside the tomb weeping. And as she wept, she bent
down to look into the tomb, *2and she saw two angels in white sitting where the body of Jesus had lain, one at the head
and the other at the feet.

13 “Woman, why are you weeping?” they asked.

“Because they have taken my Lord away,” she said, “and I do not know where they have put Him.”

14When she had said this, she turned around and saw Jesus standing there. But she did not recognize that it was
Jesus.

15“Woman, why are you weeping?” Jesus asked. “Whom are you seeking?”

Thinking He was the gardener, she said, “Sir, if you have carried Him off, tell me where you have put Him, and I will
get Him.”

16 Jesus said to her, “Mary.”

She turned and said to Him in Hebrew, “Rabboni!” (which means “Teacher”).

17“Do not cling to Me,” Jesus said, “for I have not yet ascended to the Father. But go and tell My brothers, ‘I am
ascending to My Father and your Father, to My God and your God.””

18 Mary Magdalene went and announced to the disciples, “I have seen the Lord!” And she told them what He had said
to her.

Jesus Appears by the Sea of Tiberias
1Later, by the Sea of Tiberias, Jesus again revealed Himself to the disciples. He made Himself known in this way: 2 Simon

Peter, Thomas called Didymus, Nathanael from Cana in Galilee, the sons of Zebedee, and two other disciples were
together. 3 Simon Peter told them, “I am going fishing.”

“We will go with you,” they said. So they went out and got into the boat, but caught nothing that night.

4 Early in the morning, Jesus stood on the shore, but the disciples did not recognize that it was Jesus. 3So He called
out to them, “Children, do you have any fish?”

“No,” they answered.

6 He told them, “Cast the net on the right side of the boat, and you will find some.” So they cast it there, and they were
unable to haul it in because of the great number of fish.

7Then the disciple whom Jesus loved said to Peter, “It is the Lord!” As soon as Simon Peter heard that it was the Lord,
he put on his outer garment (for he had removed it) and jumped into the sea. 8 The other disciples came ashore in the

boat. They dragged in the net full of fish, for they were not far from land, only about a hundred yards.

9When they landed, they saw a charcoal fire there with fish on it, and some bread.

10 Jesus told them, “Bring some of the fish you have just caught.” *So Simon Peter went aboard and dragged the net
ashore. It was full of large fish, 153, but even with so many, the net was not torn.

12“Come, have breakfast,” Jesus said to them. None of the disciples dared to ask Him, “Who are You?” They knew it
was the Lord. *3 Jesus came and took the bread and gave it to them, and He did the same with the fish.

14 This was now the third time that Jesus appeared to the disciples after He was raised from the dead.

20 Peter turned and saw the disciple whom Jesus loved following them. He was the one who had leaned back against Jesus

at the supper to ask, “Lord, who is going to betray You?” 2* When Peter saw him, he asked, “Lord, what about him?”

22 Jesus answered, “If I want him to remain until I return, what is that to you? You follow Me!” 23 Because of this, the
rumor spread among the brothers that this disciple would not die. However, Jesus did not say that he would not die, but
only, “If I want him to remain until I return, what is that to you?”

24This is the disciple who testifies to these things and who has written them down. And we know that his testimony is
true.

25 There are many more things that Jesus did. If all of them were written down, I suppose that not even the world itself
would have space for the books that would be written.
